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I will present the current status of Microwave Kinetic Inductance Detectors (MKIDs) development at Argonne's Advanced Photon Source. MKIDs are being developed at APS for x-ray spectroscopic applications. I will present an overview of the instrumentation for testing MKIDs, including cryostat, microwave electronics and data analysis. I will present our in-house fabrication efforts and results on a new material for MKIDs, tungsten silicide. Finally, I will present our short and long-terms plans.  
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
