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A brief survey of recent activities on Micro-Patterned Gas Detectors (MPGD) will be reported in my talk. These detectors have found wide applications in high energy/nuclear physics, astrophysics (neutrinos, dark matter, axion search) and neutron diffraction studies at spallation neutron sources.  I will try to address some of the subtle differences between MPGDs and wire chambers. I will also cover the MPGD's roles in Time Projection Chambers to be used for Linear Collider experiments.
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
